W You can borrow books if you are foreign nationals who will stay in
Japan for at least two months or Japanese nationals who are over 18
years old.

e®You can copy items by yourself, at the cost of 10 yen per sheet.
®You can bring your own laptop.

® No food or drink is allowed in the library.
