
Overseas Japanese-language courses and training for 
Japanese-language teachers and learners have been 
expanded. Teaching materials, including e-learning, 
were also developed.
In Asian countries where young learners are expected 
to increase, a basic plan to boost Japanese-language 
education has been incorporated with the cooperation 
of the respective national governments.

Exchange programs were expanded for the younger 
generation. They are the ones who will lead future 
exchanges. We held programs for young people in 
Japan and overseas to work together and network.
