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Overview

Calligraphy," and "Japanese for Anime
& Manga."” You can select the courses
that interest you and start learning.

This is a website where you can
learn Japanese commonly used in
anime and manga. Through quizzes
and games, you can explore and
learn unique Japanese expressions
that are often not found in
textbooks.

This is a website where you can
learn Japanese and Japanese
culture by topic. You can explore 12
different topics by watching videos
and reading articles, allowing you
to engage with Japan and the
Japanese language.

This is a portal site that provides
easy-to-understand introductions
to websites and apps that are useful
when learning Japanese. In addition
to website and app searches, it also
offers some ideas that can help with
your Japanese learning goals.

This is an app that helps you learn
hiragana and katakana in a fun way
using mnemonic pictures. You can
check how well you have learned by
taking quizzes.

This is a test that measures and certifies the Japanese language
proficiency for non-native speakers. There are five levels, from N5 to
N1, and it measures comprehensive Japanese communicative
competence through three elements: "language knowledge,"
“reading," and "listening."

The JLPT is the largest Japanese language proficiency test in the
world, and it is administered twice a year in more than 80 countries
and regions, including Japan (with Japan Educational Exchanges and
Services, a co-organizer, handling the domestic administration).

The certification from the JLPT is used in various ways, including as
reference material for immigration procedures to Japan, for credit or
graduation qualifications in schools, for benefits in companies, and
for social qualifications.
