This was Akira Kurosawa's first film for Shochiku, a drama depicting 
the problems caused by excessive journalism. 
The screenplay was co-written by Akira Kurosawa and Ryuzo 
Kikushima. A promise young painter and a popular singer meet by 
chance, but a magazine reporter secretly  photographs of them. The 
photo is published in the magazine and goes viral, and the two become 
entangled in an unexpected scandal.

Lightning
Directed by Naruse Mikio　
Based on a novel by Hayashi Fumiko

A screen adaptation by Tanaka Sumie of a Hayashi Fumiko novel. Kiyoko, 
a bus guide, has an unemployed older brother, and two older sisters who 
were both married. These four siblings share the same mother, but each 
has a different father. The story depicts Kiyoko's patient and resilient life 
amidst complicated family situations.

Directed by Yoshida Yoshishige　
Based on a novel by Fujiwara Shinji

Yoshida Yoshishige adapted and directed a novel by Fujiwara Shinji. The 
lead actress Okada Mariko conceived the project herself to commemorate 
her 100th film appearance. In the final year of World War Two, Shinko, the 
17-year-old daughter of an Akitsu innkeeper helps save the life of Shusaku, 
a young soldier who has lost the will to live.
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
