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Learning Japanese is the basis of understanding Japan, as it is of character building. In May 1997,
the Japan Foundation established the Japanese-Language Institute, Kansai, in Tajiri-Cho, Sen-
nan-Gun, Osaka. The Institute provides courses for people who need to use Japanese at work,
Japan visit programs for those studying Japanese overseas, and develops e-learning programs to

learn Japanese on the Internet. In addition, to promote international exchange in the community, we work with municipalities and
non-profit organizations to arrange programs for participants from abroad and the local people to interact.
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Long-term intensive training (two to eight months) is offered for diplomats, public officials,
researchers, graduate students, librarians, curators, and other specialists from overseas who need
practical Japanese language skills for work or research. In addition to Japanese language training,
we provide various visitation and exchange programs for a better understanding of Japanese
culture and society to help diplomats and public officials know Japan well and others become experts on Japan.
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Short-term Japan visit programs (two to six weeks) are offered, mainly for young people who are
studying Japanese overseas. In addition to Japanese language classes, learners can use the
Japanese they have studied in their own countries, to interact with Japanese students, and to

directly experience Japan through cultural exposure, field trips, and home visits. By providing these
opportunities, our aim is to enhance motivation to continue learning the language and to deepen their understanding of Japan.
