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An Eye tha t Indicts Mater ialism 

"Dar k shadows " aprly describes the throng of human figures 
painted by Supachai Sacsara on aucomobile license places, The 
reason is chat che artist's scare of mind and opposition co distor­
tions in Thai society, rather than the neutral shadows of specific 
objects, are projected onto the works, Thailand is now racing 
headlong along the path of economic growth ; it possesses the 
means of production backing chat growth. People are attracted by 
it ; in addition co achieving material affluence chat did not exist in 
Thailan d's pre-modern , pre-industrial society, they have been 
forced as well co face various problems caused by economic 
growt h . 

This crajecror y is manifested in the plans for Supachai's works. 
'O n the Road of Industry' (1993) criticizes the growth of material­
ism. 'On the Road ro Bangkok' (1993) displays opposition co the 
absorption of labor from the countryside into the city (Bangkok ), 
an unprecedented phenomenon caused by che industrialization of 
Thai society. 

Nevertheless , it is not Supachai 's aim co cum arc into a political 
cool, alchough he is strongly aware as an artist of the relationship 
with society and the environment. He persistentl y cries co treat che 
relationship as an artistic (critical) issue. 'On the Road of Industr y' 
depicts faces made of a strange material - counrless tire strips. At 
the same time , needless co say, the faces are synonymous with the 
wheel cracks formed by induscrializacion. Bue Supachai 's work, 
transcending uni vocal interpretations like this, destroys the func ­
tio n of the tires, a symbol of the drive for industrialization, by 
shredding chem. In doing so, he has created an image of the 
emptiness of industrial society . 

'On the Road co Bangkok' is an insrallation that depicts 
crowds painted on a series of license places. The dark shadows 
formed by the figures are impersonal , almost like human ghosc.. 
Visually, the license plates seem more personal and real than the 
dark ghostlike human shadows ; the y are also more orderly. The 
installation simulcaneously seems co convey an image of human 
beings governed or controlled by numbers . In a recent, related 
work , human shapes have been cue out of the paintings, creating 
hollow figures. 

Whereas che growth of industrial societ y and the human 
emptiness caused by it are inherent themes in these works, 'To 
You , Our Worshipped Leaders' (1993) cums co a message that 
concerns politici ans. The heads of twenty politicians are arranged 
upside down on two rows of small stands. Too ls (playthings) of 
civilization, such as aucomobiles and airplanes , have been placed 
on the politicians necks. A desire for greater effort on behalf of 
the happiness and interests of individual human beings is infused 
in these figures , who have served as a force promoting rapid 
modernization and industrialization . As an expression of human 
beings' relationship with society and the environment , it is noth­
ing more than a simple orthodox idea. By comparison, chis aspect 
has been eliminated in Japan , which is following the path of pose­
industrialism and the hollowing out of industries. But it may be 
inevitable for Thai artists with a strong social consciousness co 
become involved in the most critical social problems today. Signs 
that should keep Supachai from simply ending up at this level as 
an artist are manifested in works that reveal che vision of an artist 
who can rivet his attention on the empty forms behind material 
phenomena .
