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Sado is a composite art form including tea room, garden, flower arrangement, calligraphy, paintings, pottery,
lacquer ware, bamboo ware, metal ware, Noh, etc.
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+In the 9-12th century, buddhist monks who went to study in China brought tea back to Japan as medicine.
+In the 13-16th century, the way to make and drink Maccha (powder tea) was introduced to Japan from China.
Japanese Tea ceremony style was developed by MURATA JUKO, TAKENO JOO and SENNO RIKYUU utilizing
Japanese-made tea utensils with its own philosophy and aesthetics Sado spirit.
