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+ Kado is the art of flower arranging and it is also known as "IKEBANA".

+ The uniqueness of Japanese flower arrangement is the simplicity and naturalness like real flowers in the field,
differing from western flower arrangement which puts a variety of flowers together symmetrically.

+ Kado is popular among females as a hobby because "The Tokonoma (alcove in Japanese homes)" and
entrance are often decorated with flowers. It is also applied to arrangement of Japanese dish and Japanese style

gardening.
