(3) Other events and activities that the Japan Foundation, Cairo, does not accept

(1) Applications from individuals are not accepted

(2) In principle, borrower has to come to our office to pick up the materials (postal service is not
available)

(3) Materials must not be lent to a third party

(4) In case of losing or damaging any of the borrowed materials, the Japan Foundation, Cairo, retains
the right to ask for suitable compensation in return.
